We declare that products trays, plates, boxes and wedding baskets, , cake boxes,
cake matt made from white Duplex board , white Triplex board brown Kraft
cardboard based on recykling fibers withhout any barrier meet the legal
requirements of Regulation (EC) No. 1935/2004 of the European Parliament and
of the Council of 27 October 2004 on materials and articles intended to come into
contact with foodstuffs.

These products are also in accordance with the Czech hygiene requirements of
Act No. 258/2000 Coll., as amended, and the relevant regulation of the Ministry
of Health of the Czech Republic No. 38/2001 Coll. on hygiene requirements for
products intended for contact with food and dishes, as amended by later
regulations.

All mentioned products also comply with the law on the handling of food and
cosmetics and other objects under the German Food and Feed Act.

They also meet Recommendation XXXVI of the German Federal Institute for Risk
Assessment of Paper and Cardboard that come into direct contact with food.

All of the above products made from the above mentioned Duplex, Triplex and
Kraft cardboards can be used for direct contact with dry and non-greasy foods.
Also for indirect contact and for contact with foods that are washed or peeled
before consumption.

These products are not suitable for contact with foods that have been frozen as
a mat during defrosting.

The products are not suitable as packaging for heating in a microwave oven, they
are not suitable for use in an oven for heating for cooking or baking.

We further confirm that all types of cardboard used for the above types of
products comply with Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 of the European Parliament
and of the Council of 18 December 2006 concerning the Registration, Evaluation,
Authorisation and Restriction of Chemicals (REACH). These cardboards do not
contain any SVHC substances on the candidate list in concentrations greater
than 0.1%.
