We declare that products trays, plates, bowls, boxes and, boats and carrying
boxes,Take away boxes, cake matt made from Duplex or Triplex cardboard with
PET film meet the legal requirements of Regulation (EC) No. 1935/2004 of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 27 October 2004 on materials and
articles intended to come into contact with foodstuffs.

These products are also in accordance with the Czech hygiene requirements of
Act No. 258/2000 Coll., as amended, and the relevant regulation of the Ministry
of Health of the Czech Republic No. 38/2001 Coll. on hygiene requirements for
products intended for contact with food and dishes, as amended by later
regulations.
