Declaration of conformity

We declare that our following products trays, plates, bowls, boxes and wedding
baskets, burger boxes, conical bowls, boats and také away boxes, cake boxes,
cake mat made from the virgin fibers cardboards coated and uncoated white
and brown kraft with marked GC, UC, CKB meet the legal requirements of
Regulation (EC) No. 1935/2004 of the European Parliament and of the Council of
27 October 2004 on materials and articles intended to come into contact with
fast food products.

These products are also in accordance with the Czech hygiene requirements of
Act No. 258/2000 Coll., as amended, and the relevant regulation of the Ministry
of Health of the Czech Republic No. 38/2001 Coll. on hygiene requirements for
products intended for contact with food and dishes, as amended by later
regulations.

All mentioned products also comply with the law on the handling of food and
cosmetics and other objects under the German Food and Feed Act.

They also meet Recommendation XXXVI of the German Federal Institute for Risk
Assessment of Paper and Cardboard that come into direct contact with food.

All of the above products made from the above cellulose cardboards can be used
for direct contact with dry, oily and moist foods up to a maximum temperature
of 90°C. for short periods.

The products are not suitable as packaging for heating in a microwave oven, they
are not suitable for use in an oven for heating for cooking or baking.

We further confirm that all types of cardboard used for the above types of
products comply with Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 of the European Parliament
and of the Council of 18 December 2006 concerning the Registration, Evaluation,
Authorisation and Restriction of Chemicals (REACH). These cardboards do not
contain any SVHC substances on the candidate list in concentrations greater
than 0.1%.

We also confirm compliance with Commission Regulation (EC) No. 2023/2006 of
22 December 2006 on good manufacturing practice for materials and articles
intended to come into direct contact with food




We also confirm that the cardboard used complies with Directive 94/62/EC of
the European Parliament and of the Council of 20 December 1994 on packaging
and packaging waste.
